Govt. of Burma ( renamed

Myanmar later) since military coup d'e-tat in 1962 till present day.Military government's unofficial policies
is making Burma

for the Bamar tribes only and MUST have Burmese names and MUST worship Buddhism.It's a tall order to
succeed but it began

from first military dictator Ne Win who was labeled as ethnic chinese by oppositions (as indeed he was).The
failure of Hitler's policies

-pure Aryan race - did not deter Ne Win to embark on these policies since then and pratice to these days.

If the names are in English /Chinese/Indian/others than Burmese - the person faces
harassments,delays,difficulties and compelled to pay higher bribes to avoid troubles.
Item 2 - childhood name - use as indicator (dictator Ne Win was known as "Shu Moung" - a chinese name
Item 3 -other names -Military-make Law allows person can change names many times but can not erase in
their personal records.
some have too many aliases in their ID cards.
Item 4 - If born outside Burma, harassments throughout the life of a person, more bribes etc even though he
was granted
citizenship by department concerned.
Item 5 - All military government forms have this religion-declaration field and use merely as to persecute,to
force them to change to
Buddhism( when changed to Buddism -still printed on their ID card as a punishment for a whole life) -
more bribes.
Item 6 - Mixed-blood people are specially discriminated.By force, those who have faith in other religions
than Buddhism are
recorded and printed in their ID cards as mixed-blood and these people faces harassments for their
lives.Sadly, about 80%
of population are mixed-blood.Late dictator Ne Win declared on Radio that he is pure Burmese.Who
dares to question him?
Karen is the second largest tribe after bamar but deliberately omitted as the Burmese military
engaged in fighting with
Karen who have faith in Christianity.
